
What we do:  The Center for Childhood Safety (CCS) is a “vaccine” and as such works to eradicate accidental childhood injury.  Our programs provide guided education to individuals, families, employers and communities about childhood safety and injury prevention.   CCS prevention topics include:  • Car Seat/Booster Seat Use/Safety In & Around Cars • Pedestrian & Parked Car Safety • Bicycle Safety/ Bike Helmet Use • Personal Safety (Stranger Danger) • Playground Safety • Water Safety • Fire Safety • 911 • Electrical Safety • Poison Safety • Dog Safety • Choking Hazards • Sports/Concussion Safety.  CCS has the area’s only Nationally Certified Child Passenger Technician Instructors responsible for national recertification of over 30 area Child Passenger Safety Technicians.

Over 20,000 children and parents will be directly impacted during 2011 through CCS’s regional outreach.
What We Need:  Support in the amount of $125,000 would provide funds to sustain a quality of life for the families of Northeastern Wisconsin through important safety education.  Presently Prevea Health provides $125,000 of programmatic support.  St. Vincent Hospital currently provides $50,000+ in kind services including location, utilities, IS equipment & support, cleaning, printing services & storage.  To continue the programming into the future the sum of $125,000 is needed either through a single sponsor or multiple sources.  (The St. Vincent in-kind donation is extended for 2012.)
What is our Mission:  To be the leading source of safety education in Northeast Wisconsin dedicated to eliminating and preventing childhood injuries that lead to disability or death.  CCS builds relationships with community safety education partners and acts as a premier clearinghouse for items that help families thrive in a safe environment.  Partners include:  school districts, village, city and county governments, fire departments, police/sheriffs’ departments, area hospitals, health departments, various social service agencies and volunteer service organizations.
Impact on the Community throughout the Region:  CCS is a small organization, but exponentially the impact is vast.
CCS staff trains and recertifies technicians throughout the region. Inspection stations at Brown County, De Pere, the Oneida Tribe and the CCS offices, not to mention child passenger safety activities in the outlying counties of Sheboygan, Manitowoc, Kewaunee, Door, Oconto and Marinette rely on this training to stay open.  In Brown County alone, there are 30,822 children (2010 census) in the 0-8 age range.  Car seat misuse rates indicate over 90% of car seats are installed incorrectly – with each seat having a minimum of four major life changing errors.  Based on those numbers, at any given time, over 27,740 Brown County children are riding improperly restrained and more children are born each day.  We build relationships with community and families and strive for excellence in car seat education.
Winners Wear Helmets® and WEE Winners Wear Helmets® are annual programs that provide bicycle helmets and valuable bicycle safety education to at-risk children in the Green Bay school district.  Living in higher risk areas of our community these children are more likely to suffer traumatic brain injuries in bike crashes; impacting the community as a whole with higher health care costs.

SAFETY TOWN is the premier preschool safety education program in the country.   The Greater Green Bay Safety Town program provides preschoolers the foundation they need for safety education as they enter school; teens volunteering in the program have the opportunity to refresh their safety skills before they begin their driver training; parents, grandparents and other caregivers receive educational information to review and use in modeling safe behaviors for their children.
As a service to the community CCS acts as a clearinghouse for safety education offerings including an equipment loaner program.  CCS is the conduit for mobilizing volunteer regional safety advocates to answer pressing community safety needs.  This combined with the staff’s 25 years of collective injury prevention expertise makes CCS the injury prevention authority in Northeastern Wisconsin.
